Preparing the prayer space  
Place a green cloth on the table or floor (green – the colour for 
Ordinary time)  
Place a cross, bible, and candle on it. Light the candle or use 
a battery-operated candle for safety. Add any other symbols 
relevant to your family.

Gather around the prayer space as a family 
 
Parent/Caregiver: In today’s gospel, we hear of Mary and Jesus at the Wedding at Cana. 
 
Opening prayer:  
Lord God, let us go to Mary trusting that she will lead us closer to Jesus. Help us put our faith and trust in 
Jesus during our times of need. 
 
Gospel: A reading from the holy gospel according to John (2:1-11) 
All:  Glory to you O, Lord.  
 
Two days later there was a wedding in the town of Cana in Galilee. Jesus' mother was there, and Jesus 
and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. When the wine had given out, Jesus' mother said 
to him, “They have no wine left.” 
“You must not tell me what to do,” Jesus replied. “My time has not yet come.” 
 
Jesus' mother then told the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.” 
 
The Jews have rules about ritual washing, and for this purpose six stone water jars were there, each one 
large enough to hold about a hundred litres. Jesus said to the servants, “Fill these jars with water.” They 
filled them to the brim, and then he told them, “Now draw some water out and take it to the man in charge 
of the feast.” They took him the water, which now had turned into wine, and he tasted it. He did not know 
where this wine had come from (but, of course, the servants who had drawn out the water knew); so he 
called the bridegroom and said to him, “Everyone else serves the best wine first, and after the guests have 
had plenty to drink, he serves the ordinary wine. But you have kept the best wine until now!” 
Jesus performed this first miracle in Cana in Galilee; there he revealed his glory, and his disciples believed 
in him.

4 We pause for a moment and pray in our hearts or aloud for any intentions or people we would like 
to pray for at this time (pause)  
Lord, hear us.  All:  Lord, hear our prayer 
 
6 We pray for our world, especially for all those who are affected by sickness or death. May the Holy 
Spirit bring them peace and comfort. 
Lord, hear us.  All:  Lord, hear our prayer 
 
Closing prayer: We lift our hearts and the prayers of our community. We make these prayers through 
Christ, our Lord. Amen.
