Light the
candle or use a battery-operated candle for safety.
Add any other symbols relevant to your family.

e Suggested activities: your choice or other
related activity on sheet
e Print out sheet if required
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Gather around the prayer space as a family

Parent/Caregiver: In today’s gospel, Jesus does not want to turn anyone away from following him. He
tells his disciples that all who follow him will be rewarded.

Opening prayer:
Lord God, help us to focus on Jesus and let us remember that true greatness comes from being able to
put others first just like Jesus did.

Gospel: A reading from the holy gospel according to Mark (9:38-41)
All: Glory to you O, Lord.

The disciple John said to Jesus, “Teacher, we saw a man using your name to force demons out of people.
But he was not one of us and we told him to stop.”

Jesus said to his disciples: “Don’t stop him! No one who works miracles in my name will soon turn and say
something bad about me. Anyone who is not against us is for us. And anyone who gives you a cup of
water in my name, just because you belong to me, will surely be rewarded.”

Lord, hear us. All: Lord, hear our prayer

6 We continue to pray for those people and families who may feel lost or alone that they may find

comfort and healing through Jesus.
Lord, hear us. All: Lord, hear our prayer

Closing prayer: We lift up our hearts and the prayers of our community. We make these prayers
through Christ, our Lord. Amen.
